Section Four of this test consists of one exercise with three parts (Parts A, B, and C), each of 
which requires you to demonstrate your command of the structures and usage of Chinese 
(Mandarin).  Directions are provided before each part.  Write your responses to the exercise 
in the spaces provided on pages 9 and 10 of the answer document under "Section Four." 
Your responses will be scored on the basis of grammatical correctness and sociolinguistic 
appropriateness. Be sure to write your response to each part in the correct section of the 
answer document. Responses that are written in the wrong section or written in this test 
booklet WILL NOT be scored. 

Your responses to the language structures exercise will be evaluated on the basis of the 
following criteria. 

• GRAMMAR Part A (1–12): supplying the grammatically correct term 

• TRANSFORMATION Part B (13–16): making a specified transformation 

• CORRECTION Part C (17–20): correcting errors
