Overview. Your score report provides information about your performance on the Minnesota 
Teacher Licensure ExaminationsSM (MTLESM). Your score report includes information about 
each subtest taken on the test date indicated and summary information about subtests passed 
to date. 

Score Report. Your score report includes the test date, subtest(s) taken, your subtest score(s), 
and your passing status for each subtest.  

Subtest and Assignment Diagnostic Information. Diagnostic information is provided for all 
subtests taken on the test date indicated.  

Performance indices are provided for each subarea in Subtest 1, and for each assignment in 
Subtest 2. These indices are designed to help you understand your areas of strength or 
weakness. You do not pass individual subareas or assignments. Subarea and assignment 
indices should be interpreted with caution since some subareas have a greater overall impact 
on your total score than others.
